
 

 

Highland proudly received the 

Tree City USA designation this 

spring for the 21st year in a row 

and was also one of only 48  

communities in Illinois to receive 

the Growth Award, which is 

given for going the extra mile to 

help improve our urban forest.   

    

According to the latest         

application that the City of   

Highland made to receive the 

Tree City USA designation,   

between November 2008 and 

November 2009 almost $400,000 

was spent for the maintenance 

and improvement of our        

city-owned trees.  This amount    

i n c l u d e s  m a n - h o u r  a n d        

equipment costs of the Public 

Works Department for tree 

trimming and removal.  The costs 

incurred by the Parks and     

Recreation Department for tree 

maintenance and the planting of 

new trees is  included in this 

amount.  In addition, the City on 

occasion will hire a certified  

arborist and contracts with   

professional tree trimmers to 

handle the large jobs and to help 

keep the electric lines clear.  

The Public Works Department 

has divided the city into four 

sectors.  Each year a different 

sector is identified and each 

street tree in that area receives 

an inspection.  This inspection 

generates  trimming and removal 

recommendations for that    

sector.  Despite our best efforts 

to maintain healthy trees Mother 

Nature sometimes will do a 

pruning or removal on her own, 

as was noted by the residents of 

the  1000 block of 9th Street on 

Saturday night.  A large chunk of 

a Bradford pear tree was split 

away from the truck on the   

corner of 9th Street and Pine  

Street and a huge Tulip tree fell 

in the middle of the block.  The 

Street and Alley division later 

removed the rest of the pear 

tree and a contract tree trimmer 

was called in to handle Tulip 

tree.
