Distribution Division, on
occasion, will issue a boil water
order (boil order). The reason
for the order can vary, but
most often is issued in
response to a problem with the
water system which causes a
drop in the water pressure,

like a break in a water main.

When a boil order is issued it is
important for residents in the
affected area to boil any water
used for drinking or cooking
for five (5) minutes prior to
use. The order typically will be
lifted within 48 hours. Before
the

order is lifted water

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samples are taken to the |EPA
lab in Collinsville and must have
satisfactory results. Every
attempt is made to notify the
public in the event of a boil

order being issued. If the order is

being issued as the result of
scheduled work, door hangers
the
neighborhood at least one day
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being issued. Every time a boil

order is issued an e-mail

notification is sent. You can
signup for this notification on the
home page of the City’s website
by clicking on the subscribe to
public notices link and then
selecting the boil order option.
